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INTRODUCTION

The compilation of this book was started inadvertently in |
July 1976. As I was researching the origin of the KANE-GOUGH f
family of St. Mary's County, Maryland at the Maryland State
Archives, Annapolis, Maryland, I used the reference SLAVE
STATISTICS OF ST. MARY'S COUNTY, MARYLAND, 1864, COMMISSIONER
GEORGE B. DENT.

Use had been made of the census, marriage, death, tax
assessment, wills, deeds and land records seeking information
that pertained to the surname under investigation. My parents
Philip Moten Kane (1896-1983) and Mary Priscilla Gough Kane,
(1897-1979) told me that his father told him that the Kane
(surname of Cane had various spellings) family was owned by a
doctor. He did not recall hearing his father speak the name of
the doctor. I kept this information utmost in mind when I was
researching in St. Mary's County records.

The book SLAVE STATISTICS OF ST. MARY'S COUNTY, MARYLAND has
19 columns with 13 topic ‘headings. The topic headings are: Date,
Name of Owner, Name of Slave, Sex, Age, Physical Condition, Term
of Servitude, Emancipated by the State, Left With or Taken by the
Military, Enlisted in U.S. Service, Regiment, Compensation
Received and Remarks. The heading Emancipated by the State is
divided into three columns, day, month, year; Left With or Was
Taken by the Military is also divided into day, month, and year;
as is the heading, Enlisted in the U.S. Service. A% the top of
each page is the title: "Record of Slaves in St. Mary's County,
At the Time of the Adoption of the Constitution in 1864."

However, the book did not have an index, so I started my
search for the Kane-Gough Family on page one. I noticed that
every slave had a surname and it was not necessarily the name of
the slave owner. I turned page after page after page. 1 read
surnames that I had heard my parents mention. The Barnes, and
Dysons, the Prices, and the Gordons were familiar names to my
ear. It was at that time that I thought that I should write down
some of these names. If I came into contact with someone
researching a particular name I could show them what I had on
file and direct them to where they could find further
information.
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Therefore, I decided I would make a form on the order of the
original page but with five columns. I would incorporate
pertinent data from the original record into these five columns.
Over the years as people asked me to seek information concerning
their slave ancestors, I would look in the SLAVE STATISTICS
first. Each time that I used the reference I would copy a few
pages. I finally put all of the pages in numerical order and
found that I had transcribed over three-fourths of the book.
Then, why not copy the rest of the book and insert an index. 1In
this manner, the book would be assessible to everyone, and this
is what I did. This copy would be especially valuable to those
whose ancestors were slaves. It would be also valuable to those
seeking the name of the slave owner.

After several trips to the State Archives and continued
reading and examining each page, I finally came to a page
on which I came face to face with the names of some of my
ancestors. I carefully read the names one by one. There were the
names of William, Frank, Matilda, Temperance, Alice, Ellen, all
Canes. Altogether, there were 12 Canes listed. These were my
ancestors, these were the folks that I had been seeking. There
was the name of Dr. Walter Hanson Briscoe, the owner of a large
plantation named Sotterly and the owner of 53 slaves. Here were
the names of my ancestors, written boldly and legible for
everyone to see. Here were slaves identified in official records
with a surname. This was overwhelming.

The first name I came across was George Cane, age 20 and his
brother Frank Cane, age 17. These were some of the same names
that my father told me that his father relayed to him. In fact,
some of the names of the 12 Canes listed as being slaves of Dr.
Walter Hanson Briscoe, my father knew when he was a child. Frank
Cane, his father's brother and the father of Julia Kane Jordan,
(1900-1993) died in 1928. My father knew him well.

I turned two more pages and there under the ownership of
Chapman Billingsley, the Judge of the Orphan's Court of St.
Mary's County were the names of more Canes. From this point on I
felt that I must let others know that they can find their slave
ancestors. So I continued to gather notes on slaves in some
cases entire families. I always noted the page number so that I
would not have to look all over the book when I wanted to refer
back to a particular name. Persistently, I compiled page after
page of data and shared it with whomever asked for assistance.
This book is definitely a major research tool for anyone who has
ancestral "roots" in St. Mary's County, Maryland.

Moreover, I hope this book will assist in locating lost
and/or elusive ancestors. The index contains 4,230 names which
included slaves and slave owners. The slave owner's name and the
date when the information was recorded is at the top of the page.
There are five columns: Name of Slaves, Sex, Age, Emancipated By
State of Maryland and Remarks. As in the original record, in
some instances there was more than one entry to a page.

The remarks column contains information that was listed in
the columns that were deleted from this study. The physical
condition of the slave and the term of servitude has been
omitted. The column Compensation Received has also been omitted.
This particular column refers to the Bounty offer to the slave
and slave owners by the State of Maryland during the Civil War.
In the remarks column one can find, in some cases, the actual
date of enlistment, the regiment and the manner in which
the departure of the slave took place.

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LAWS OF THE STATE OF MARYLAND 1867
CHAPTER 189

Passed March 22, 1867

An ACT to provide by law for taking and perpetuating the
evidence of the number of persons held to labor and service in
the State of Maryland and emancipated by the Constitution adopted
in the year eighteen hundred and sixty-four, and by whom such
person were so held.

Preamble

Whereas, by a joint resolution approved April tenth, eighteem
hundred and sixty-two, Congress resolved that the United States
ought to co-operate with any State which may adopt gradual
abolishment of slavery, giving to such State pecuniary aid to be
used by such State in its discretion to compensate for the
inconvenience, public and private, producted by such change of
system; and whereas, by the twenty-fourth day of February
eighteen hundred and sixty four, provision was made for enrolling
all able bodied male colred persons residing in the United States
as a part of the national forces, and for awarding to such loyal
persons to whom a colored volunteer might owe service, a just
compensation not exceeding three hundred dollars for each colored
volunteer, and under said provisions, and previous therein, under
the Military authority of the United States, a large number of
slaves owing service to loyal citizens of Maryland, were induced
to leave their owners and enlist in the military service of the
United States or was.received on board of steamers under the
command of the said military and carried away farom the service
of said owners by said military, so that their service was
totally lost to said owners, and very few of the said loyal
~owners have ever received any compensation for slave volunteers
so enlisted or for service so lost; and whereas, by the that

Declaration of Rights of the Constitution of this State, which
went into full operation on the first day of November, in the
year eighteen hundred and sixty-four, all persons held to service
or labor as slaves in the State were thereby declared to be free;
and whereas, no compensation for the inconveniences, public and
private, produced:by such changes of system had been made by
giving to this State pecuniary aid according to the faith of the
.N



Federal Government solemnly pledged by the joint resolutions
aforesaid; and whereas, the General Assembly of Maryland by joint
resolutions passed by this present session has resolved that the
State of Maryland has a good, valid and just claim upon the
Government of the United States for reasonable and adequate
compensation for the said property, and that it ought not be
doubted that the Federal Gcvernment, when the passions excited by
the late unhappy civil war shall have subsided, will recognize
the justice of the said claims and faithfully perform her
manifest duty in regard to it, and further, that the General
Assembly ought to provided by law for taking and perpetuating the
evidence of the number and value of the persons held to labor
and service as aforesaid, by the loyal citizens of Maryland, and
so as aforesaid, discharged from such service and labor therefore

Governor to appoint commissioners of Slave Statistics

Section I, Be it enacted by the General Assembly of Maryland,
That the Governor, by and with the advice and consent of the
Senate and previous to adjournment of the present session, shall
appoint one person of suitable character and ability resident in

each county of the State, and one im Baltimore City, who shall be

styled a Commissioner of slave statistiecs, and who before
entering upon the discharge of his duties hereinafter described
shall give bond in the sum of five thousand dollars to be
approved by the Clerk of the Circuit Court of each count, and of
the Superior Court of the city of Baltimore respectively, for the
faithful performance of his duties as such commissioner, and
subscribe to the following oath before the said Comptroller, viz:
I, do solemnly swear or affirm, that I will
falthfully and impartially discharge the dutles of Commissioner
of slave statistics to the best of my judgement and ability,
according to the laws of the State of Maryland, so help me God.
And any vacancy occurring by the death, resignation or other
cause, of any of the Commissioners so appointed, after the
adjournment of the Legislaturee, shall be filled by the Governor
of the State.

Commissioners to procure printed blank forms

Sec. 2. And be it enacted, That the Commissioners so appointed
shall procure suitable printed blank forms or tabular statements,
which when properly filled up or made according to the provisions
of this Act, shall exhibit the names of the former owners of
slaves in their respective counties or districts at the time of
the adoption of the Constitution in the year eighteen hundred and
sixty-four, the names, number, age, sex and physical condition of
such slaves, whether they were slaves for life or for a term of

years, and how many years, whether they have been enlisted or
drafted into the military sevice of the United States so far as
is known to said owners or others, and into what regiments they
were placed, and what compensation, if any, has been received
from the State or General Government by such owner or owners for

such slaves so enlisted or drafted into the milltary service of
the United States.

Reguired to visit each Election District &c.

Sec. 3. And be it enacted, That the said Commissioners shall
visit each election district in their respective counties of
which full notice shalle be given, both in the public newspapers
and by printed handbills, and in Baltimore city shall open an
office and give notice of the same as aforesaid, and after giving
such notice for at least ten days, shall proceed to take the
evidence of the former ownership of slaves in this State
according to the intent and provisions of the Act, and the
testimony in all cases shall be the sworn statement of the former
owner or owners, or his or her or their legal representatives

confirmed by the testimony on oath of at least two disinterested
witnesses.

Forms when filled up to be copied in alphabetical order.

Sec. 4. And be it enacted, That the original blank forms or
tabular statements when so filled and attested, shall be by said
Commissioners copied in alphabetical order and indexed into
suitable books of record, to be procured and furnished by the
said Commissioners at their own cost and expense, which books of
record together with all the original papers therein copied,
shall be deposited with the Clerk of the Circuit Court in each of
the counties, and with the Clerk of the Superior Court of
Baltimore City, and shall be by them preserved among the public

q records of the counties and city respectively aforesaid; and said
} books of record and papers when so preserved shall be and they

5 are hereby declared to be legal evidence upon all questions

| concerning the ownership of slaves in this State at the time of

q the adoption of the Constitution by which said slaves were
emancipated.

Compensation for sevices.

Sec. 5. And be it enacted, That the said Commissioners for the
performance of the duties prescribed in this Act, shall be
entitled to charge and recieve the sum of twenty-five cents per
capita, for each and every slave by him recorded as so formerly
owned, to be paid in all cases by the former owner or owners, and
no compensation or charge of any kind whatever, under the
provisions of the Act shall be paid out of the State Treasury.

Sec. 6. And be it enacted, That the -aforesaid Commissioners shall
perform the duties of their respective offices within twelve
months from the date of the appointment and qualification, and
that this Act shall take effect from the date of its passage.
